III. Old Business:

A. Invasive Plants Committee Report – Moore reported that Bev is concentrating on the Dobbs Park project.  Montgomery County is having an event next Saturday the 17th.  Everett used a new pulling tool to pull a 4 foot tall Tulip tree, so it works.  Japanese Knot Weed has been spotted in the area and that Roundup does not work on it. 


B. IFWOA update – Moore reported that; HTIRC is working on an exclosure project to create an easy to use workbook to use to quantify deer browse across ecosystems.  DNR Forestry is facing loss of some positions.  District foresters are facing covering some unmanned districts.  GIS/GPS field accessible management plans; including interactive maps/ aerial photos is in the works.   USFS is loosing entire sections, primarily in the North East.  IFOWA has not raised dues in forever, but may soon.
